
Civil Design Group, Inc. Awarded Contract 
for Landmark Transportation Project.
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s Civil Design Group is proud to announce that it has been awarded a contract for the 
Survey and Design of a section of Interstate 69.  Interstate 69 is an all-new North-
South route destined to connect Mexico and Canada, while passing through West 
Kentucky and Tennessee.  The national I-69 corridor was designated by Congress in 
the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1191 (ISTEA) to address the 
transportation needs associated with growing trade beyond U.S. borders.  To that 
end, the I-69 Congressional Sub-Committee determined that I-69 is needed: 

“…to improve international and interstate 
trade in accordance with national and state 
goals; to facilitate economic development in 
accordance with state, regional, and local 
policies and plans, and; to improve surface 
transportation consistent with national, state, 
regional, and local needs and with the 
Congressional designation of the corridor.”

In order to build such a facility, the Federal 
Highway Administration has tasked individual 
States with Designing and Construction their 
portions of the entire route.  This is generally done in one of three ways.  The first 
method is to simply re-name existing Interstate highways with the I-69 designation.  
The second technique is to upgrade existing (and often inferior) facilities to federal 
design standards. The third and final option is to construct an all-new facility in an all-
new location. Most sections of this roadway through Tennessee will be constructed 
in new locations, while in Kentucky; however, most sections will only require 
upgrades to existing 4-lane facilities.
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
